LIKE SANDS THROUGH THE HOURGLASS is both the love story of an unusually successful Hollywood marriage, and a fascinating journey through show business from the 1950’s to today, with cameos by everyone from Leonard Bernstein and Sid Caesar to Charles Bronson and Judy Garland.

Bill Hayes was born in Illinois in 1925 and served for three years in the Navy during World War II.  He started his career as a singer on radio and was an original regular on “Your Show of Shows,” the pioneering television variety show.  He appeared in numerous Broadway shows and had a #1 record with “The Ballad of Davy Crockett.”  He first appeared on “Days of Our Lives” in 1970 and has played the role of Doug ever since.

Susan Seaforth Hayes was born in San Francisco in 1943 and raised in Los Angeles, where her mother and grandmother ran a boarding house.  As a child actor she appeared in numerous television shows and plays, including “Peter Pan” with Mary Martin.  She first appeared on “Days of Our Lives” in 1968 and has played the role of Julie ever since.
